July 4 Celebration — Popular & Wet

Thisyear the Palisades Citizen’s Association organized Washington DC’s only
Fourth of July parade for 2004. Why the only parade? Because al other parades were
cancelled due to the steady, heavy rain that dropped on the District over much of Sunday,
July 4, 2004. But for the Palisades, the rain miraculously halted a few minutes before
theparade’snoon start time. Sunshineflooded MacA rthur Boulevard for about an hour
and ahalf, allowing all parade floats, participants, and neighbors to gather and proceed
down the parade route. As soon as the rain broke, spectators came out from front
porches and awnings to line MacArthur Boulevard and cheer the floats, bagpipers and
marching bands. All members of the DC City Council, Delegate Eleanor Holmes
Norton, and other District officials were there.

DC Police told parade organizers that the last time the rain had an impact on the
paradeand picnicwasin 1986. “It wasstriking to see so many neighborsget out of their
cars and homes once the sun came out — the sunshine was perfectly timed,” said PCA
President Stu Ross.

Most participants were able to reach the Fourth of July tent in time to grab a hotdog
from the Masons, send children to the Moonbounce, and have some watermelon before
the downpour resumed. There may have been as many as 350 stalwart souls under the
big top as Stu Ross announced the winners of parade prizes and the seventies music-
stylingsof theband“L ost Memories” provided amusical counterpointtotherainpelting
the tent. The Masons, in charge of picnic hotdogs, grilled 2000 dogs this year, down from
last year’s 3000 hotdog tally, due to the inclement weather. Lion’s Club volunteers
