Your PCF Dollars Busy at Work

Euphoria succeeds “Light at the End of 
the Tunnel” Why? Because of the con-

fluence of two developments we have report-
ed on previously;1) Noise abatement flight 
paths and flight procedures plus 2) New, 
modern noise monitoring system. 

What`s being developed? Noise abate-
ment flight paths and flight procedures 
for departures to the north: a) A GPS/
FMS (Global Positioning System/Flight 
Management System), all-weather, river 
flight path for suitably equipped aircraft; b) 
A visual, good weather version of that flight 
path for aircraft not equipped with GPS/
FMS; c) A compass, bad weather flight path 
for aircraft not equipped with GPS/FMS; d) 
A steep departure flight procedure in which 
aircraft will quickly achieve a higher altitude 
than we currently see over the Palisades.

New, modern noise monitoring system: 
This is currently being installed with provi-
sions for easy citizen access. There will still 
be a monitors near the Carolina Place-Galena 
Place intersection, at  the Virginia side of 
Chain Bridge, and near the Georgetown 
and Rosslyn ends of Key Bridge. Between 
now and the end of the year, PCA will be 
involved in arranging public meetings on 
the status of these two developments. In the 
meantime, you can contact me at 202-363-
4048 or mat.thorp@verizon.net.
